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Facilities Update: 
 
Mackle Park  

 The Maintenance staff has completed the painting project in the playground.  It looks great! 
 Our local pool vendor provided an onsite training for our Maintenance Team regarding regular 

management and servicing procedures for the Spray Park.   
 The Purchase Order for the Shade Structures is in the approval process.  Once the vendor receives 

the PO, they estimate a 4-8 week timeline for the materials and the project to begin.  The 
Playground will need to be closed for approximately 1 week for this project. 

 Once the new shade structures have been installed, new mulch will be added to the entire 
playground area. 

 Lake Management has applied the first application for the hydrilla. The second application is 
scheduled for 5/31/2021. 

 Our Maintenance Team and Vendor have had to make some repairs and adjustments to the Spray 
Park.  It is currently back up and running. 

 
 
 
Winterberry Park   

 The 55 and older softball league uses the field for open play on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday.
