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Statement from Critter Cafe LLC

Our request for a conditional use permit is necessary to keep our fence that has
been in use as a dog run for boarding and daycare since 2002. This can be verified
by the first owner, Gail DeMoss. Her phone number in Georgia is 815-777-9110.
This dog boarding, daycare and grooming business has been at this location since
2002 without a complaint.

The unpermitted fence has been used and approved by collier county for 20 years.
4 previous owners had permits from Collier County and Marco Island, but when |
applied for a change in ownership, the city could not even find a permit for boarding
or grooming dogs, let alone a permit for an outdoor fence for dogs to run. Errors
were made and old documents seem to be lost.

Your code doesn't allow "outdoor kenneling” and that is not a phrase that makes
sense to most people. We do not have kennels or cages outside, and our dogs are
never outside without supervision. It is barely used, but a necessary space to allow
dogs to get some outdoor time. There has never been a complaint about
barking.The area is sanitized often. The fence is in the back of the building where
trash bins and the alley are adjacent. (Wouldn't it have been easier to add some
wording to the code saying “no cages or kennels or unsupervised dogs allowed
outdoors™??) But we've already had that conversation.

We request a permit that allows us to continue serving Marco Island dog owners
and visitors. This outdoor dog run is needed to keep dogs and people safe and free
from the distractions of traffic and people.
